The Magistrates, Peace Officers, and Settlers
throughout the Colony, will be pleased to ac
guaint the Natives residing in their respective
Neighbourhoods, or occassionally resorting thi-
ther, with the present Invitation for a general
Meeting on the said 28™ Day of December

Instant.

And the Gentlemen composing the Committee
of the Native Institution, are requested to
assemble at Government House, Parramatta,
a little before the Hour of Ten in the Morning,

on the said 28" instant.
